4) Must- musieć (nasza własna chęć)
I must leave now. It’s late. 

She must learn hard.

5) Mustn’t- nie wolno

You mustn’t smoke here.

6) Have to- musieć (nakaz odgórny)

9) Had to- czas przeszły czasownika “have to”- musiałem

Did you have to go to university?

Zdania przeczące
I didn’t have to go there. 

He didn’t have to visit me.
10) May/might- wyrażenie prawdopodobieństwa lub niepewności

He may see me next week.

I might not have time to finish it tonight.
